Cage Curtains
are permitted. Exhibitors will be able to watch the judging and are welcome to discuss exhibits
and breeding with the judges after judging is completed. Non-COAWA members must
send a copy of the exhibit's Registration Certificate with entry.

Guide to Show Classes

PEDIGREE ADULT CLASSES (OPEN)

If you have a pedigreed Adult cat you must specify which class it is entered in depending on it’s
sex as well as if it is entire or not. Your cat will then compete against cats of the same breed and
colour that are in the same Pedigreed Adult Open Class

FO Open class for entire female adult exhibits
MO Open class for entire male adult exhibits

SO Open class for spayed (female) adult exhibits
NO Open class for neutered (male) adult exhibits

PEDIGREE KITTEN CLASSES

If you have a pedigreed kitten you must specify which class it is entered in depending on it’s sex
as well as it’s age on the day of the show. Your kitten will then compete against kittens of the
same breed and colour that are in the same Pedigreed Kitten Class.

FK5 Female entire kittens under 5 months and over 3 months
MK5 Male entire kittens under 5 months and over 3 months
FK7 Female entire kittens under 7 months and over 3 months
MK7 Male or neuter kittens under 7 months and over 3 months
FK9 Female or spay kittens under 9 months and over 3 months

MK9 Male entire kittens under 9 months and over 3 months
LITTER All living progeny from 10 weeks to 4 months of age

OTHER PEDIGREE CLASSES
These are special classes and cats or Kittens entered in these classes compete against other cats
and kittens of the same breed and colour that are also entered in these classes. A cat can be
entered in the other classes without being entered in an open class. A cat or kitten that is
entered in a side class must already be entered in an open or kitten class.

OTHER CLASSES

Vet Veteran Open - cats male, female, spay or neuter 7 years and over on the day of

the show (these cats do not have to be entered in the Open Class)

SIDE CLASSES

Sen Senior - cats male, female, spay or neuter 5 years and over and under 7 years
on the day of the show.

Al Adult Junior - cats over 9 months and under 18 months on the day of the show
AW Adults bred in WA

AX Adults bred outside WA

BOBA Best Owner Breeder Adult
KW Kittens bred in WA

KX Kittens bred outside WA
BOBK Best Owner Breeder Kitten

COMPANION CAT CLASSES
A Companion cat/kitten is a non-pedigree (Domestic), or a pedigree cat/kitten on litter record
or non-breeding registration, kept solely as a companion or pet, and not previously having been
shown in pedigree cat classes by the owner.
There are no defined classes for companion cat/kittens. Classes are organised by the Club after
the close of entries, but where possible will be split into Neuters and Spays for Adults and Male
and Female for kittens, depending on numbers. All Companion cats/kittens over the age of 6
months must be desexed.
